Congress is currently in session.

SENATE CONSIDERATION OF DERIVATIVES REFORM CONTINUES

For a second straight week, Senators debated the "Restoring American
Financial Stability Act of 2010" (S. 3217) allowing controversial amendments to
be considered for the first time. NEFI, PMAA, and their coalition allies have
reviewed many of the 141 amendments that have been submitted for
consideration and are focused on those that are of particular concern to
commodities trading reform advocates.

Controversial amendments offered to date include an amendment offered by
Senator Bernie Sanders' (I-VT) which would audit the Federal Reserve, Sen.
Richard Shelby's (D-AL) amendment which would have altered the powers of the
Bureau of Consumer Financial Protection (BCFP), and Senators Sherrod Brown
(D-OH) and Ted Kaufman's (D-DE) amendment which would link a bank's size
to the nation's gross domestic product by preventing them from holding more
than 10 percent of the nation's deposits.

Amendments to regulate Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac are another sensitive
issue which Senators plan to work over the weekend to address GOP concerns
with the institutions. NEFI and PMAA supported an amendment by Senator
Maria Cantwell (D-WA), cosponsored by Senators Jeanne Shaheen (D-NH),
Sheldon Whitehouse (R-RI) and Bernie Sanders (I-VT), which would make it
unlawful for an entity to manipulate the price of a swap (click here to read letter).

Agriculture Committee Chairman Saxby Chambliss (R-GA) is expected to file
futures markets reform amendments as early as Tuesday. NEFI and PMAA are
reviewing the amendments and will make a recommendation to support or
oppose these amendments as written. Senate Majority Leader Harry Reid (D-
NV) and Banking Committee Chairman Christopher Dodd (D-CT) intend to finish
work on the bill by the end of next week. Lawmakers plan to work over the
weekend to decide the fate of 141 amendments still pending before the Senate
floor.

PMAA DAY ON THE HILL AND WASHINGTON CONFERENCE NEXT WEEK
Next week, the Petroleum Marketers Association of America (PMAA) - NEFI's
national partner in advocating for the industry - will be holding its annual meeting
and "Day on the Hill" in which scores of fuel dealers and marketers will descend
on Capitol Hill to advocate for passage of top industry legislative priorities. This
year's event comes at a pivotal time for the industry. Congress is currently
considering energy trading reform and a new national home efficiency rebate
program called "Home Star" or "Cash for Caulkers, and is drafting new climate
change legislation that could include a new "fee" on liquid fuels. Congress has
also stalled in passage of one-year extensions for the National Oilheat Research
Alliance and the $1 per gallon federal Biodiesel Blenders' Tax Credit. The

VICTORY! HOUSE APPROVES FEDERAL REBATE PROGRAM FOR
EFFICIENCY UPGRADES

On Thursday the U.S. House of Representatives approved the NEFI-endorsed
"Home Star Energy Retrofit Act" by a 244-161 vote. The bill would create a new,
two-year $6 billion national home efficiency rebate program, modeled after last
year's "Cash for Clunkers" program. The legislation was introduced by
Democratic Rep. Peter Welch of Vermont, and enjoyed broad bipartisan
support. The legislation now awaits final approval by the U.S. Senate. NEFI
supports the measure and is a member of the Home Star coalition.As we
mentioned in last week's issue, the bill includes a $1,000 rebate exclusively for
home heating system upgrades. Since we began reporting on this legislation,
we have received phone calls and emails from some NEFI members inquiring as
to eligibility of equipment, when the rebates would become available and what
their companies and consumers must do to prepare for the program. NEFI HAS

IéPA RULE REQUIRES LEAD PAINT TRAINING & CERTIFICATION FOR

The U.S. EPA has recently finalized a new lead paint rule that may have a
significant impact on heating oil dealers. The rule requires that contractors
performing renovation or repair projects that disturb lead-based paint surfaces
take specific steps to ensure that children are not exposed to toxic lead particles
and dust. !

I

Specifically, the rule applies to both residential and commercial buildings built
before 1978 (the year lead paint was banned by the U.S. EPA) in which children
live or visit. Since the rule is triggered when any lead paint surface greater than
six square feet is "disturbed", it will apply to many of the tasks associated with
installation of heating and cooling systems performed by full service heating oil
dealers. The rule requires all contractors whose work disturbs lead paint
surfaces to file for certification with the EPA and pay a minimum $300 fee.
Contractor employees performing the work must become "Certified Renovators"
by undergoing 8-hours of training by a certified EPA trainer at a cost of between
$150 and $200. The training course covers work practices designed to reduce,
contain and clean-up work areas where lead based paint is disturbed. !

The rule also requires the contractor to provide homeowners and renters of pre-
1978 homes where work is being performed with an EPA brochure on how to

e CONGRESSIONAL LEADERS HOPE FOR BIODIESEL TAX CREDIT
BY RECESS: Congressional leaders Pelosi and Reid have announced
their intentions to complete work on federal legislation already passed by
both Chambers that includes a one-year extension for the federal
Biodiesel Blenders' Tax Credit, which expired December 31, 2010. The
legislation stalled due to a lack of available funding for the bill.

e NEFI SENDS LETTER TO ADMINISTRATION ON OFF-SHORE
DRILLING: Early this week, NEFI| sent a letter to the U.S. Department of
the Interior, advising the administration to proceed with plans to consider
expanding off-shore leasing for oil exploration and recovery. "The recent
accident in the Gulf should not be a prohibitive development,” the letter
says, "but rather a call to arms that our domestic energy supplies demand
smart and responsible exploration, development and extraction
technologies." Click here for the letter

e CLIMATE BILL NEXT WEEK? NEFI has learned that Senators Kerry
and Lieberman may introduce new climate change legislation in the U.S.
Senate next week that will propose sector-by-sector limits on carbon
emissions, expanded off-shore drilling and nuclear power, and a rumored
"carbon fee" on liquid petroleum products, including gasoline and heating
oil. NEFI is working with other national and state industry groups to
communicate with key offices on a "smart" way to approach reductions in
the home heating industry rather than burden its small businesses and
consumers with additional taxes, fees or compliance costs, and this is
expected to be a major part of the issues discussed at next week's "Day
on the Hill"
